MOUNTING OF THE HOSE

IMPORTANT:
A Use a hose with suitable dimension, pressure, temperature and fluid

compatibility.

Water 5,800 psi is recommended to be used with an EN857 2SC hose
and F.90° %" BSPP fitting.

1. Fix the hose reel to the bench.

2. Feed the hose between the hose guide (optional), connect it to the fitting which is
inside the drum and tighten with a suitable wrench.

3. Manually rotate the drum to completely wind the hose onto the reel.
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INSTALLATION

IMPORTANT:
A Any installation should be carried out by a suitably qualified person,

carefully following the information provided in this manual.

1. Check the packaging on receipt of the goods and only store in a dry place. Verify
the reel has not been damaged during transport or storage.

2. Consider the hose reel dimensions and weight. A lifting device may be required.
It is possible for the reel to be mounted on the floor or on other machines as an
accessory, in these cases the reel must be mounted to a fixed support.

3. If using the reel hose guide accessory, refer to the “Mounting of Hose Guide”
section for assembly instructions.

4, Using the four holes in the base, mount the reel in the desired location with 4
x 10mm fasteners suitable for your mounting surface material. Be sure to use
appropriate hardware and tighten securely.



CONNECTION

IMPORTANT:
Always connect the hose reel to the supply line with hose and couplers

suitable for the fluid, pressure and temperature.

1. Ensure a ball tap is installed to the supply line prior to connection. This will make
maintenance easier and can act as a safety valve in dangerous situations.

2. Apply Teflon tape or pipe sealant to the supply line threads, attach to reel inlet
and tighten. The other end of incoming line can now be connected to desired
supply source.

3. Apply Teflon tape or pipe sealant to outlet fitting on reel hose, then attach to
desired tool, or nozzle. Check connection for leakage, also check hose reel for
correct operation. (See Operation Section.)

The reel hose guide can be fixed in three different positions according to the hose
reel installation.

MOUNTING OF HOSE GUIDE (OPTIONAL) - CONTINUED
1. Fix the hose reel to the bench.

2. Unscrew the handle assembly knob so that it is in the neutral position, unscrew
the grub screw on the pin and pull off the handle assembly.

3. Unscrew the clutch fixing screws and remove the clutch from the shaft.

4, Mount the first arm on the swivel joint side. Mount the 4-roller hose guide on
the arm. Mount the second arm on the side of the handle and fix it to the 4-
roller hose guide. Reassemble the clutch on the shaft, checking the orientation
according to the position of the arms (see figures above).

5. Reassemble the handle assembly by screwing the grub screw on the linchpin and
knob.
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MOUNTING OF THE REEL LOCKING PIN (OPTIONAL)

The reel locking pin allows the drum to be locked.

Remove the protective cap from the clutch housing.

Pull the locking pin knob and lock it by turning it 90° to the open position so that
the sliding pin remains inside the outer housing.

Using a 12 mm spanner, screw the pusher into the seat on the hub up to the
mechanical stop. Unscrew it by half a turn and then tighten the nut on the flange
with a size 17 mm spanner.

To activate the locking pin, pull the locking pin knob and turn it 90° to the closed
position.

UNWINDING THE HOSE REEL

1. Release the reel by pulling the locking pin knob and turning it 90° (optional
accessory).

2. Ensure the manual crank handle knob is released and the handle is in a neutral
position by unscrewing the knob anti-clockwise.

3. Carefully pull the hose out by hand, adjusting the resistance against the hose
using the clutch knob.

WINDING THE HOSE REEL

1. Fold down the hose reel handle.

2. Fix the manual crank handle into position by screwing the crank handle knob
clock-wise.

3. Wind the hose reel using the manual crank handle.

4, Periodically check the hose condition for wear or damage and check the swivel
fitting for leakage. Replace any worn, damaged, or leaking parts.

We advise you
to replace it every 12 months.

3. Replace the seal inside the revolving joint in case of losses due to wear and tear.

4. Any replacement of hose reel parts should be done using original spare parts (see
the spare parts list).

5. We advise you to contact Macnaught for any possible anomaly and before
replacing any part.

6. After every maintenance operation, replace every protection that has been
removed.
